DESCRIPTION: This project has been moved to the Highway Safety
Improvement Program, New Castle County. This project will realign the Summit
Bridge Road (SR896) intersections of Denny’s Road (N396) and Howell School
Road (N54) and provide two 5’ shoulders (shared bicycle lane) on Howell School
Road from SR896 to Red Lion Road. Travel lanes will also be increased from 10’
to 11°.

JUSTIFICATION: It will eliminate the need for the second traffic signal and
mitigate congestion at the current two intersections.

WILMINGTON RIVERFRONT

DESCRIPTION: Improvements include better vehicular access and a more pedestrian-friendly environment. New bridge is proposed to be built over the
Christina River. Exact location is not yet defined, but the most logical choice will be from the south of Pod Ill of the Shipyard Shops, connecting South Market
Street, South of the Walnut Street/South Market split. Projects include:

Justison Landing — Project creates the street grid and associated infrastructure.

AAA Parking — DelDOT subsidized portion of the AAA parking in the garage.

Wilmington Riverfront Program Development — Engineering support for riverfront projects.

Christina River Crossing — SAFETEA-LU contained a $20 million earmark for this project. Funding is proposed for FY 2011, and will be added when
matching funds are identified and air quality conformity analysis has been completed.

JUSTIFICATION: The success of Wilmington’s redevelopment of this area depends on multi-modal transportation improvements. The Riverwalk provides a
critical pedestrian link from the Wilmington Transit Center and Riverfront Park to riverfront attractions like Frawley Stadium, the Arts Center, Shipyard Shops,
restaurants, and entertainment.

WILMINGTON TRAFFIC CALMING, PEDESTRIAN, AND TRANSIT IMPROVEMENTS

DESCRIPTION:

Market Street: MLK Boulevard to 7" Street — Phase 11l of the Market Street project will re-
introduce 2-way vehicular traffic with on-street parking. Street trees, pedestrian lighting, and state-
of-the-art traffic signals at the intersections of 2™ and 4™ streets will be included, as will bump
outs and crosswalks.

Walnut Street, Martin Luther King Boulevard to 16w Street (Paving and Streetscape) —
Walnut Street is a major in-bound route to the Central Business District. This project will provide §
for a new roadway pavement surface, which will then allow for new striping and pavement
markings. As a result, lane assignments will be clearer and will facilitate a smoother movement of
traffic. The streetscape goals are to improve pedestrian safety, provide low-level lighting, and
beautify the area using new sidewalks, decorative crosswalks, new lighting poles, street trees, and
new state-of-the-art decorative traffic signals.

JUSTIFICATION: These projects will improve the intermodal environment between city
neighborhoods and employment centers; create safer vehicular/pedestrian environment; and
improve the visual appearance of the streets.

BLUE BALL PROPERTIES, SR141 AND US202 AREA IMPROVEMENTS

DESCRIPTION: On April 29, 1999 the State of Delaware announced a signature proposal that would bring the
world's third largest pharmaceutical company's U.S. headquarters to the Brandywine Hundred area. Delaware's
proposal to AstraZeneca was accepted, launching a first-of-its kind link between business site selection, land
preservation, recreational opportunity, transportation improvements, and historic restoration. AstraZeneca and
the State of Delaware joined with local officials and communities to develop a master plan for this area known as
the Blue Ball Properties Project.

The project consists of approximately 232 acres of land north of Wilmington in an area known as the
Brandywine Hundred. Bisected by US202 and bounded on the south by 1-95, this Master Plan offers over 152
acres of needed community improvements and economic development. Woodland areas and new recreational
parks will al be accessible via the Northern Delaware Greenway. Transportation and infrastructure
improvements will separate local and regional traffic, allowing for safe and efficient travel in the area. The
much needed repair and enhancements of the degraded natural environment will bring new life to deteriorated
streams and wetland areas. Historic restorations and rehabilitations to existing structures will alow for adaptive
reuse. This Master Plan combines recreational, transportation, environmental, and historic improvements with substantial economic development, offered by
AstraZeneca, to create a true gateway to the Brandywine Hundred Community. A more detailed individual project description, with maps, can be found on the
internet at www.blueball.net.

JUSTIFICATION: This project supports economic development by encouraging business development in the area, addressing transportation problems,
preserving historic and environmental resources, and enhancing recreational opportunities.

RAIL IMPROVEMENTS: NEW CASTLE COUNTY

DESCRIPTION: DelDOT/DTC contracts with Southeast Pennsylvania Transit Authority (SEPTA) to extend 37 trains to Wilmington. Eighteen weekday trains
(of nine round-trips) serve Churchmans Crossing and Newark, Delaware, as restricted by Amtrak, owner of the Northeast Corridor. Most of Delaware's segment
of the Northeast Rail Corridor has three or four track capacities, but there are only two tracks between the Ragan (Newport) and Yard (nhear 9th St in Wilmington)
Interlocking. The two track constraint causes commuter trains to wait until inter-city trains pass through the area. In order to increase commuter rall
capacity/frequencies between Newark and Wilmington, arange of improvements will be considered.

These improvements will include, but are not limited to, the following options:
Newark Train Station — Planning is currently underway to determine engineering improvements to improve operations of freight and passenger rail.

Commuter Rail Cars (2) for R2 Service — Funding for this purchase will include two new commuter R2 cars to be run by Septa from Newark to Philadelphia.
However, these cars will be dedicated to the State of Delaware. Funding from ARRA.

Third Rail Track Expansion, Newark to Wilmington will be constructed to provide additional capacity for local commuter servicesin Amtrak’s Northeast

The original FTA discretionary funding that was “earmarked” to be used on the Steel Wheel Trolley in Wilmington has been used to fund the needs study and

The Working Group submitted recommendations in 2002 that included short-term and mid/long-term solutions. Short- |
term improvements included: Enhanced Transit Service/Supportive Infrastructure, Travel Demand Management
(TDM) Measures (ongoing Transportation Management Agency Delaware initiatives), Intelligent Transportation
Systems (installed), improvements at the SR100/SR141 intersection (complete), and operational improvements at the
SR141/Rising Sun Lane intersection (completed). Mid/long-term improvements consisted of a new two-lane bridge
similar in type and at the same elevation as the existing TMB. Pedestrian and bicycle paths and landscaping will be

provided.

JUSTIFICATION: SR141 provides critical accessto major employment centersin the corridor, including DuPont and AstraZeneca, among others. Current levels
of significant congestion at the bridge are projected to worsen. The existing two-lane crossing of the Brandywine Valley (TMB) will continue to act as apinch
point in the SR141 corridor unless two additional lanes are provided to match the remainder of SR141.

DESCRIPTION: US 301 has undergone severa planning efforts since the early 1960’ s. The most recent effort
began in 2005, and included extensive public outreach and Environmental Resource Agency coordination. The
effort concluded in April 2008, with Federa Highway Administration (FHWA) approval of the Selected
Alternative, Green North + Spur Road [the Record of Decision (ROD)]. In 2008, FHWA aso authorized right-
of-way acquisition and final design (preparation of construction bid documents). Both activities are currently
underway and the US Army Corps of Engineers hasissued aprovisiona permit for the US 301 project.

The Selected Alternative, Green North+ Spur Road, includes a new, limited access tolled US 301 with 4-lanes
(2 lanes in each direction), from the Maryland Line to SR1, south of the C&D Canal (14 miles). The Spur Road
includes 2-lanes (1 lane in each direction) as a limited access toll road on a new location from US301, in the
vicinity of Armstrong Corner Road to Summit Bridge (3.5 miles).

Funding will be needed beginning in 2010 to complete fina design and right-of-way activities, currently
underway. Severa funding concepts are being explored by DelDOT for this project. In the financing of US 301,
DelDOT seeks to minimize use of state Transportation Trust Fund revenue and have those who use new US 301
pay for the construction, while preserving DelDOT’ s credit rating and capacity. DelDOT has proposed arevised
funding concept that utilizes minimal TTF revenues, federa funds and two types of debt financing. The two
types of bonds include:

* GARVEE bonds secured by federa reimbursements to fund the completion of remaining design and right-of-way activities.

Use of Toll Bonds would require approval by the Delaware General Assembly.
